ASSISTED LISTENING SYSTEM 
Shepherd of the Hills is in the process of updating our current 
Assisted Listening System (ALS) in the Worship Center.  The 
new ALS will allow for telecoil transmission to some hearing 
aids through the use of a lanyard worn around the neck.  If you 
currently use hearing aids, please speak with your audiologist 
to determine if your hearing aids are capable of receiving a 
telecoil signal.  It is sometimes just a programming issue and 
can be activated with a push of a button.  If your hearing aids 
cannot be programmed for telecoil communication, we will still 
be providing headsets or receivers for your enjoyment of our 
services.
